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HL responsibility:





Position yourself  inside (4-5 yds) from the sidelines and a few yards in front of the deepest receiver.   Remember this is Tyke the kick will not go too far.  





Count the receiving team (10). Do not start if you have more or less





Help out with short kicks.





Referee responsibility:





Position your self on the sideline at KO line.  Ensure that you have a clear view of players going offside prior to the kick.





Count the Kicking team (10) Do not start if you have more or less








Common





Make sure that the kick went 10 yds if not who touched it first who recovered or who touched last before going OB.





Proceed downfield  on the sidelines.  





Your half of the field (sideline to hash mark) from dead ball line to dead ball line.





If you have the ball wind the clock in when ball is touched by any player.  If you do not have the ball watch the blocking





Spot the ball at fwd progress on your half of the field.  You should not have to cross the other half during plays.  Hold your spot until the ref  (HL) takes your spot at ½ field.





Keep players in front of you





If ball goes dead OB hold spot at OB until ref (HL) takes the spot at ½ field and then retrieve ball.





If kicked OB with out touching  all 3 options apply.  No reduction in 25 yds in advance of KO line.
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
