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Punt from LOS





Referee responsibility:





Position yourself 2 to 3 yds in front of the kicker approximately  15 yds from the sidelines.   Important: be in position to rule on contact/rough the kicker and if the rusher touched the ball first





Remember the Kickers or onside players number. They potentially are not subject to no yds rule.  





3) When ball is kicked and kicker is in no immediate danger proceed downfield towards the sidelines (benches) watch for blocking below waist.  Be prepared to watch ball carrier if he comes into your zone.
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HL responsibility:





Position yourself on the side lines or a couple of yds inside. do not move in too much.





Same responsibilities as scrimmage plays





1) When ball is snapped proceed downfield watch blocking but stay 5 yds in advance of the receiver to rule on “no yds”.  Be prepared to come up if ball is kicked short or blocked.  


Make sure you know if the ball crossed the line of scrimmage.  Especially if you are blowing the play dead on a short punt in crowd.





2) If ball is kicked to far side (benches) move into the center of the field (maintain 5 yds in adv of receiver).  Spot ball if OB.  Ref will be coming down the sideline to assist.
